TRANSPORTATION

Please fill out the enclosed transportation request form and return it to the Area 8 office by Thursday, September 20, 2012.  If you are using your own local bus or cars, please indicate this.  We need to know what transportation you will be using.  If you want to go to breakfast before or lunch afterwards, you should plan on making your own transportation arrangements. Dean Transportation CAN NOT TAKE side trips.

DEPARTURE

All students need to stop bowling by 11:45.  Please CLEAN YOUR AREA OF ALL TRASH.  Add scores, get ribbons, return shoes, get on busses for return trip to school.
EQUIPMENT

Bowling balls and shoes are available at the alley free of charge.  If athletes have their own equipment they are welcome to bring it.  Please make sure that they are labeled with the athlete’s name.  Area 8 Special Olympics is not responsible for lost or stolen equipment.  If your athlete needs a bowling ball ramp, please indicate this need on the registration form.  If you have visually impaired athletes who need to use a rail, please indicate this also.  NO ATHLETES WILL BE ALLOWED TO USE GUTTER BUMPERS!

BOWLING SHOES are required for all athletes and anyone assisting on the bowling lane.  Many athletes do not know what shoe size they need. We are sending you a chart that you can use to list your athletes and their shoe sizes.  Please bring this list with you to help cut down on the confusion of getting shoes.

AWARDS

Please add scores on score sheet and present ribbons to athletes, 1st – 6th place.  Bring score sheet to the front desk to receive a High Score Certificate for the highest score for a single game on your lane. Certificates for strikes and spares will be passed out throughout the day.

VOLUNTEERS

We will make every effort to have volunteers available to assist with scorekeeping and awards.  DO NOT COUNT ON THIS!  Please have staff members help keep score (it is automated) and award the ribbons at the end of the day.  You may want to ask parents to come and assist.

REFRESHMENTS

Area 8 Special Olympics WILL NOT have snacks and beverages for the athletes.  You may bring a sack lunch for your athletes and the snack bar will be open.  PLEASE REMEMBER that ALL food and beverages must be consumed off the alley on the carpeted areas.  You are responsible for keeping your area clean.  PLEASE CLEAN UP ALL YOUR TRASH! 
ATHLETES MUST BE CHAPERONED AT ALL TIMES!!!  
The bowling alley is a NO smoking facility. Special Olympics has a NO Smoking Policy and it will be enforced.  Staff and parents are DISCOURAGED from smoking while at the tournament also.

REGISTRATION DIRECTIONS
1. Fill out and RETURN the TRANSPORTATION REQUEST form.  Indicate if you need transportation from Dean, or if you are providing your own.

2. Fill out and RETURN the LANE ASSIGNMENT SHEET.  You may place six (6) ambulatory or four (4) wheelchair athletes on a lane.

3. Indicate wheelchair athletes by placing WC in front of the lane number.

4. Indicate if you need a bowling ball ramp or a visually impaired hand rail on the form next to the lane number.  Please bring any bowling ball ramps that you have.  Area 8 has a limited supply of bowling ball ramps.

5. Fill out and BRING WITH YOU the Athlete Shoe Size List.  
ALL MATERIALS ARE DUE TO THE AREA 8 OFFICE BY THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 20, 2012
Bowling dates are assigned when registration is received at the Area 8 office.  To insure that you get your preferred date, please return your registration early.
