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School vehicles shall not be loaned, leased, or subcontracted to any person, groups of persons or organizations except as allowed by law and subject to the Superintendent’s approval.


Liability

All school vehicles shall be adequately insured.


Safety

Every vehicle driver shall have authority and responsibility for the passengers in each


school-owned vehicle.


Vehicle Accident Reports

The driver of a school district vehicle that is involved in an accident resulting in property damage, injury, or death shall immediately call the appropriate police authorities to the scene for investigation.


The driver shall also report the accident as soon as possible to the appropriate supervisor and complete a vehicle accident report. In the event of serious injury or substantial damage, the supervisor will report the loss to the Employee Benefits Office as soon as possible. Employees with a Commercial Driver’s License (CDL) involved in serious accidents will be required to follow post accident drug/alcohol testing in accordance with the Omnibus Transportation Employee Testing Act of 1991.


Safety Inspection

All vehicles owned by the school district shall be maintained by the Vehicle Maintenance Center Staff or designated provider.


All school district vehicles shall be inspected daily by the driver/substitute driver assigned to the vehicle, and a maintenance program designed to inspect the vehicles by a school district mechanic on a routine schedule to ensure maximum safety and a minimum of road failures and general deficits.


Pupil transportation vehicles shall be maintained at a level of Michigan State Police Decal Application Standards, with the objective of achieving a 100% compliance with these standards at 

all times.


Records

The District shall keep accurate records pertaining to each vehicle. The Superintendent shall develop the types of records.


Commercial Driver’s License Holders Operating School Vehicles.

Michigan Laws and regulations of the Michigan Department of Education set standards for the physical fitness, competence, experience, training, and proper licensing. The Superintendent will ensure that these legal requirements and regulations are strictly followed.


Revocation of license, inability to secure a proper license, or accumulation of six (6)  traffic violation points shall serve as sufficient cause for immediate dismissal from employment.


School Bus Safety Program

The Superintendent shall develop and publish bus safety rules for bus drivers, parents, and students.
