2. Alignment with Instructional Plans: Teachers should align their instructional plans with the pacing guides to ensure that
essential content and skills are covered within the designated time frame.

3. Monitoring and Adjustment: Teachers are encouraged to monitor student progress regularly using formative
assessments and adjust pacing as needed based on classroom data. However, teachers should aim to stay within two
weeks of the pacing outlined in the guides to maintain alignment with district-wide goals.
