Operation Transport Procedures 2014-15—A response to student survey to have halls clear during instructional time_updated 10.3.14
Purpose: To improve our EQ culture and climate by teaching students that being in the halls is not acceptable, and not our expectation. To increase instructional time for all students.
1. Staff will call the main office at 1050 for all emergencies throughout the school day—i.e. asthma attack, seizure, fight, etc. 

2. No hall passes or transporting during the first 15 minutes and the last 15 minutes of class. Classes being transported to the library or computer lab by a teacher are allowed.
3. Transport: 7-12 staff will call the Welcome Center-Student Support Specialist at 4287 to transport a student. Public Safety transport will include emergency bathroom, main office, clinic, public safety office, and to and from classes if brought to welcome center by parent. No transport will happen to lockers, vending machines, counseling center or library.  
4. Students who have chronic severe health issues have been given a yellow hall pass from the clinic. Please have another student transport sick student to clinic in emergency and call the main office so they can alert the clinic. 

5. Public Safety will check all exit doors throughout the day to remove any props, sticks, pens that are holding the doors open. Students are not to let strangers into the building.

6. Career Technical Education (CTE) students (Everett, Sexton, Hill, and LCC) will report to the Welcome Center when leaving and entering the building.
7. PE students who are returning from the field house will remain in the Welcome Center until the bell rings. Students will not be permitted to be on the floors until bell rings.

8. Counseling center: Student must have a green pass from counselor to report to counseling center. Students may make an appointment to see their counselor before or after school, or between classes. If an emergency students may report to counselor during passing time. 

9. Students found in the foyer, bathrooms, stairwells during class time will be transported to class. Students who comply all is well. Students who do not comply and are repeatedly found will be referred to their Administrator. PS, Staff and Administrators will not chase students. Parents will be contacted and requested to report to school to find their student. “Parents are responsible for the conduct of their students and must be involved in solving student problems” (LSD code of conduct, p. 1).  Repeated offenses will be referred to the student code of conduct and action taken.
