· Explain the effect of different perspectives (points of view) on the information.

	· Media Specialist will assist classroom teacher in evaluating student sources cited page (bibliography), and work with individual students to locate alternative, reliable sources of information.

	· Informational sources will be accessible to students to apply and compare their tentative thesis or hypothesis.
· Word processing software (MS Word, Wordpad, etc.) will be available for student use in creating and revising their work.
	· Media Specialist will examine student thesis/hypothesis, the information sources that they utilized to test those assumptions, and how the conclusions drawn from that information led to support or revision of original ideas, or led to further investigations.
