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Transportation service equipment and personnel shall be used primarily to transport to and from school during the day those public and non-public school students eligible for such transportation.


Transportation service equipment and personnel may be used secondarily to provide transportation for field trips for curricular and extracurricular activities including athletics that are a part of the educational program. 


Transportation service equipment and personnel may also be used for transportation of senior citizens, retired or disabled persons, or by nonprofit organizations for purposes of transporting its members to or from an activity, event, or outing, if the school determines that suitable or economically feasible public or private transportation is not available for this purpose.


The School District may contract with federal, state, or local unit of government or an authorized government subcontractor for the use of a school bus to transport persons as specified in Public Act 187 of 1990.


The Superintendent shall be authorized to approve the use of buses upon submission of requests from staff or authorized representatives of approved organizations or units of government.


No fees shall be charged for transportation for field trips which are mandatory or which are parts of the regular classroom or curricular program of the schools.


Fees to cover expenses of non-mandatory and extracurricular field trips may be charged according to Public Act 187 of 1990 or as set by the Superintendent.


Students enrolled in the District, chaperones and others as authorized by the Superintendent shall be allowed to ride buses on curricular and extracurricular field trips.

Non school age children that are less than 40 inches tall, or 40 pounds in weight, or  subject to riding in a car seat will not be authorized for transportation unless the bus is properly equipped and certified to meet Federal Standards for such transport.
